DEATH ON A SCHOOLYARD:
MAKING SENSE OF THE TRAGIC DEATH OF LAWRENCE KING
On February 12, 2008, 15-year-old Lawrence “Larry” King was shot to death by a 14-year-old classmate at E.O. Green Junior High School in Oxnard, California.  Prosecutors allege that the shooter targeted King because he was openly gay and non-gender conforming and are charging the defendant with murder with a hate crime enhancement.  

A panel of experts will discuss community reaction to this horrific crime, and what schools are doing to promote safe, inclusive environments and prevent homophobic and transphobic harassment and bigotry.
